TProject 7 has alwavs enjoved the benefic of excellent source water
from the Gunnison River  Even with state-ofithe-art (reaunent, we
realize how foriunate we are o live within eveshol of our own
watershed.,  Not only are the snow-capped peaks a beautiful sighr to
behold, but they also represent next year’s drinking and irigation
reserves, Being so close 1o the source has advantages heyond sight
appoal. Fach ome warer s used for irrigation, industrial, or domestic
purposes it picks up impurities, some simple like adobe dire and
bacteria and some complex like
pesticides and solvents,

Ben Franklin once wrole “an
ounce of prevention is worth a
pound of cure.” This s truc in
waler realmenl a5 ecxperience
tells us it is generally casier and
cheaper to avoid potential risks
than to remove contamination
later.  That is why the Sale
Drinking Water Act (SDWA)
Amendment of 1996 required States (o develop and implement Source

Water Assessment Programs (SWAP) 1o unalyze existing and potential
The Colorado

completed the

sources of contaminadon to cach water supply,
Department of Health and Environmenr (CDPHE)
SWAP for Project 7 watershed in 2004 generating a report with every
known or perceived threat wo our raw water.  The report cited few
Lnown sources of contamination, mostly existing /abandoned mines in
the Upper Gunnison Basin, There were [ew uaditional polluters like
industrial manufaciuring or orchards sprayving pestcides in our
watershed.  The hortom line is that our system’s suscepubility (o
potential sonrces of contamination is “moderate.” Water sources with
total suscepribility ratings of moderately high or high generally are at a
greater risk for potential contamination than those receiving ratings
such as low. moderately low or moderate. The entire repaort is available
